Pedigree Project ***Project is due on _______________ No exceptions*** How to start your researching & preparing your project 
1. Start with your grandparents on both sides. 

2. Gather all information on their kids – which would be your parents, aunts, and uncles. 

3. Gather all information on their kids – which would be you, your siblings, & your cousins. 

4. You must have 3 generations of your family represented. 

5. You must gather all first and last names, when available. 

Minimum Requirements for project 
Must be a 3 generations with a minimum of 4 people in each generation. 

Therefore a minimum amount of 12 people for the entire pedigree. 

1. Reason – in today’s society, many families are blended with step and half-siblings. These individuals can be included in your family pedigree. If you need assistance, ask your teacher for help in making the pedigree. 

Extra credit = You can make the pedigree larger by adding additional generations, example: adding great-grandparents or second-cousins. 

Tracing your family tree: 
1. Pick a trait you can trace through at least 3 people in your family. 

2. Choices of possible traits that can be used are below: 

a. Earlobes 

i. Unattached (hang free at the bottom) = dominant 

ii. attached = recessive/affected 

b. Tongue rolling 

i. can roll tongue (roll your tongue into a U-shape) = dominant 

ii. cannot roll tongue = recessive/affected 

c. Widows peak - If your hairline is shaped in a downward "V" 

i. widows peak = dominant 

ii. no widows peak = recessive/affected 

3. Example: An attached earlobe is recessive. 

a. Fill in all the squares & circles of the people who HAVE attached earlobes. 

b. You need to find out if people are carriers for a trait – they will be colored half in.
